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Club policy defined 
 
The Wednesday evening social rides and Club Night ride-ins have started 
again and so it’s time to remind our members of some of the guidelines 
associated with group riding. Riding in a group presents its own set of issues 
and the IAM is clear about the guidelines that we need to follow in order to 
ensure the safety of our members. One of our requirements is that only those 
members that have been endorsed by a BWAM observer will be eligible to 
attend. This requirement affects ALL group rides that have been arranged and 
advertised through BWAM, including club night ride-ins. 
 
We have previously arranged social rides for new members who are awaiting 
allocation to an observer. In future, new members will be allocated to the next 
available observer who will prepare that person for attending BWAM social 
rides. In the transition period there are probably new members who are already 
attending social rides with the group but have not been fully endorsed. These 
people should contact an Observer so that the appropriate steps can be taken to 
approve your attendance on social rides. 
 
Please note that only those social rides that have been organised by BWAM 
and attended by at least one Observer will be classed as a BWAM approved 
social ride.  
 
In order to provide some choice and allow you to select your preferred type of 
social ride BWAM will run two (2) styles of ride. This will be clearly stated 
when the ride is advertised and re-iterated by the organiser before the start. 
 
The first is the ‘Chocolate Box’. This type of social ride will be run at a 
relaxed pace, suitable for sight-seeing and pillions.  
 
The 2nd type of ride will be classed as ‘Advanced/Progressive’. As the name 
suggests, progress will be a main feature. If you took your advanced test with 
Martin Sheppard you will probably remember him getting you in the right 
frame of mind by telling you to imagine that you have an appointment, you’re 
not late but you can’t afford to hang about. That will be the flavour of the 
‘Advanced/Progressive’ rides. 
 
Please see BWAM Social Ride Etiquette on the next page for more information 
on how our social rides are conducted. Meanwhile, if you have any questions 
please feel free to contact me directly.

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Practical advice and techniques of the club 
 
There is a strong social side to the BWAM club and Group Social Runs are a 
great way of keeping BWAM members involved. Although some guidelines 
must be specified, the Social Runs should be looked upon as an opportunity to 
meet like-minded people in a constructive and enjoyable environment where 
advanced riding skills are a common theme. The guidelines are shown here to 
ensure the safety and enjoyment of all that attend.  
 
Eligibility to attend BWAM Social Runs 
Current BWAM Group policy states that an Observer must endorse an 
Associate member’s riding prior to the Associate being allowed to attend 
Group Social Runs. The purpose of the endorsement is to ensure that the 
Associate is capable of riding with a group of experienced motorcyclists and 
that they will not present a danger to themselves or others due to a lack of 
experience. The Observers are aware that they need to brief new Associates in 
the aspects of ‘Group Riding’ and sign-off the endorsement in the Associates 
Logbook. The Associate must be a ‘paid-up’ member of BWAM in order to 
attend Group Social Runs. Current IAM members i.e. those who have passed 
the IAMs advanced motorcycle test, must be IAM Group members in order to 
attend the Group Social Runs. 
 
Appearance & Preparation 
The rider attending the Group Social Run should ensure that their machine is 
legal, roadworthy, and preferably well turned out. Consideration should be 
given to riding apparel regarding the law, safety and weather conditions. Some 
social runs may start dry and sunny but finish at night in the pouring rain, so 
omitting waterproofs and using a road legal tinted visor would not be the best 
choice in this instance. 
 
Departure times published in the Group event calendar are ‘latest’. The rider 
should arrive at the meeting point in plenty of time, complete with a FULL 
tank of fuel. Riders with a short tank range should notify the run leader so that 
suitable fuel stops can be planned. 
 
Riding in Groups 
BWAM normally uses the ‘Marker’ system for Social Runs. Briefly, this 
means that there will be a Run Leader who will remain at the front of the 
group and a ‘Tail-End Charlie’ who will remain at the back of the group. The 
rider behind the run leader will mark the first junction for the rest of the group 
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and then fall-in at the back, but in front of ‘Tail-End Charlie’. The next person 
who is behind the run leader will mark the next junction etc etc. It’s a simple 
way of getting everyone to the same destination without the need to keep the 
whole group in sight. If you have any questions regarding the Marker system, 
you can either ask an Observer or a knowledgeable BWAM club member. 
Alternatively, checkout the BWAM website at http://www.bwam.org.uk/ for 
a comprehensive description. 
 
Since BWAM is an ‘Advanced’ motorcycle club, the riders in the group are 
generally very experienced. It is also likely that they possess good 
observation, good planning techniques and have the ability (and desire) to 
make progress safely within the confines of the law. Progress is an important 
ingredient of the guidance provided in the preparation for the IAM’s test, and 
is the main bone of contention during Group Social Runs. People who attend 
BWAM Social Runs must be aware that the ride will be undertaken at an 
advanced level and therefore ‘progress’ will be an element. Unless the run has 
been specifically classed as a ‘Chocolate Box’ run, those riders wishing to 
take a gentle ride to admire the scenery may be disappointed and also break up 
the flow of the Run for other riders.  
 
The IAM is first and foremost a road safety organisation. It is IAM policy that 
all members and potential members should comply with the law and the 
Highway Code and should ride with the highest level of safety possible at all 
times. 
 
The IAM advises: 
 
· When motorcyclists are riding in a group, each rider should maintain a 

proper safety gap between himself/herself and all other riders in the 
group. 

 
· Safety must never be sacrificed for any reason, including progress. 
 
· When motorcyclists are riding in a group, each rider must make an 

individual decision about overtaking, basing the decision on the safety 
of all persons involved or likely to become involved in the overtaking 
manoeuvre.  

 
It should also be noted that BWAM riders attending a Group Social Run are 
ambassadors of the club and their conduct should be fitting and appropriate. 
The BWAM committee will deal with complaints regarding individuals who 
behave inappropriately during group organised events. Believe me, the

committee does not want to be this officious, so please be courteous to your 
fellow road users and ride within the law. Please note that it is you, the rider, 
who is in control of the machine at all times during a Group Social Run. 
 
What do I do If? 
If a rider develops a problem during the Group Social Run he/she should 
notify ‘Tail-End Charlie’. Waving your arms frantically as he approaches 
should do the trick. 
 
If a rider wishes to leave the ride prior to its planned completion they should 
either discuss this with the run leader at the start of the ride (if pre-planned) or 
notify ‘Tail-End Charlie’ during the ride (if it’s a snap decision). Please do not 
just leave the ride prematurely without notifying anyone. If you do, ‘Tail-End 
Charlie’ will just end up searching for you in the hedges at the side of the 
road. 
 
If a rider gets split up from the group, he/she should proceed to the pre-
determined meeting place and be ready with a good excuse. Please note that 
the excuses, “There was an earthquake!”, “A terrible flood!” and “It wasn’t 
my fault!” have all been taken. 
 
Guests 
Guests of the group i.e. non-members are welcome to come along. However, 
all guests must be supervised by an Observer during the ride. Obviously, this 
will need to be arranged prior to the event.

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Temperature still comfortable, fuel still cheap 
 
Christmas 2005 was to be a family affair, with six of us going to the warmth 
of the Middle East.  This was our seventh trip out to Dubai but the first for 
Christmas and New Year.  

This fast developing Emirate is the most liberal of the seven states forming the 
United Arab Emirates.  
 
We have been friends with two of the local motorcyclists for many years.  
They have spent time with us in the UK during July and August when the 
temperatures in Dubai have been between 40 and 50 degrees, and us with 
them, in the winter months with a comfortable 20-30 degrees. Hospitality we 
have received on each of our trips has always been embarrassingly generous 
but is part of the Arab culture.  
 
The holiday market that Dubai has targeted is the top end Winter Sunshine, 
together with excellent duty free shopping. The most recently opened 
shopping mall has a quarter mile enclosed ski slope and toboggan run for the 
kids built into the top floor. 
 
As in previous years our accommodation was a five-acre farm in the desert, 
complete with 10-metre swimming pool. The fresh water is cycled through the 
pool prior to irrigating the crops. The main benefit of this setup is the warmth 
of the incoming water at about 28 degrees and no requirement for chemical 
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treatment as the water is constantly changing.  
 
In the summer the water has to be refrigerated to keep it below body 
temperature.  
 
Two hire cars had been delivered to the farm and after a relaxing Christmas 
Day in the sun and pool, it was time to reacquaint with the local driving habits. 
Testosterone seems to dominate the road manners and once you understand 
the rules, driving around the city is tolerable, but not on two wheels.  
 
The size of motorcycles means you are the lowest in the pecking order, only 
slightly more significant than pedestrians who are totally ignored. Not once in 
ten days did I see a pedestrian given priority.  
 
Due to the horrendous accident rate the speed limit was reduced last year from 
120km/hr to 100km/hr on the majority of urban dual carriageways. This has 
made absolutely no difference, as it is not enforced.  
 
We tended to blend in with the crowd at around a comfortable 140km/hr but 
watching the mirrors for the 200km/hr petrol heads out of town.  
 
Overtaking is normally on the offside, but if traffic is heavy then the hard 
shoulder is as good a place as anywhere else. This is particularly true for the 
lorries building Palm Island, as they are restricted to Lane 1. 
 
Motorcyclists tend to use the excellent roads that radiate from Dubai to Hatta, 
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El Ain, Fuijara and Kor -Fakkan over the Hajar Mountains about 40 miles 
from the city.  
 
A Gold Wing, V-Rod, Bandit, Blackbird, and a Buell had been borrowed for 
our use.  After swapping around and trying each bike we settled for the one we 
felt happiest with. I grabbed the Gold Wing, Claire the 1200 Bandit, Chris the 
Buell, and Mo the Blackbird. 
 
Well-surfaced straight roads led out of town and within ½ hr the mountains 
made the roads more interesting and the weight of the Gold Wing became 
more obvious. This 440kg 1800cc bike under steered as expected, but 
respectable speeds round the curves kept in touch with the others. 
 
Midday break was at a roadside café in Hatta just before the Oman border 
Freshly roasted Chicken, Salad, Flat bread, Hummus, Soft drinks, £8.20 for 
four.  
 
The return trip included a newly constructed tunnel through the mountains 
leading to the east coast towns of Fuijaria  and Kor-Fakkan. Lovely quiet 
roads, as it was now siesta time from 1-4. The road back passed through 
enormous sand dunes where the locals enjoyed the weekend pastime of 
thrashing 4x4 and quads as far up the dunes as possible. This has led to the 
development of specialised V8 sand buggies purely for hill climbing, with 
awesome power and noise, complete with mobile sand storm.  
 
Petrol has recently risen in price by 25% reaching the heady heights of 95p/gal

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so diesel is only used in lorries, and for approx £20 we returned the four bikes 
with full tanks to their owners. 
 
Each visit to this warm, friendly, wealthy country reinforces the need for 
traffic control.  Our enjoyment of the riding and driving was moderated by the 
concentration required to anticipate the behaviour of other road users. Any 
relaxation seemed to allow a potentially dangerous situation to arise.  
 
This was particularly true with speed, where fully laden lorries would often be 
overtaken by Land Cruisers or Mercedes travelling at three times their speed. 
Anyone who happened to be overtaking in a more conservative manner 
without realizing the speed of following traffic would be seriously tail-gated 
and bullied out of the way, forcing them to drop in-between the vehicles 
restricted to Lane 1, or accelerate to double the speed limit to clear the 
overtake.  
 
Allowing road users freedom to drive as they like certainly has its attractions, 
but a certain amount of discipline and consideration has to be enforced to 
prevent the accident rate climbing. Near misses are accompanied with liberal 
use of the horn, which is used in its correct function of warning, creating an 
audible safety zone.  
 
The information phase needed continuous monitoring in this fast changing 
environment, and after returning the hired and borrowed vehicles; there was a 
sense of relief for another accident free visit. 
 
Returning home down the M3  in the new year seemed very slow and orderly 
but ten times safer.
