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Appeal dismissed with costs

In a landmark ruling in the Court of Appeal, a daver who pulled out of a
traffic queue, hitting an overtaking biker, wasch& be 100 percent liable for
the accident. His appeal, on the grounds of cautinity negligence by the
rider, was dismissed, and the judge awarded cgsigst him.

The accident occurred on the main A40 road in Qidhire on a long straight
section where there is one lane each way. Botkl#imant and the defendant
were travelling westwards. The defendant was argish saloon car trapped
in a substantial traffic jam with cars in a quebeuwt a half a mile, or perhaps
more, long. The claimant was riding a motorcycléhie same direction.
Because there was nothing at all oncoming in tistbeand lane, and because
the road was straight with excellent visibility foalf a mile or so, the claimant
was able to overtake the stationary queue. Thendafe decided to get out of
the queue by executing a U-turn and going backwhghe had come. As he
emerged from the queue in the course of that Uthere was a collision
between his car, by now roughly broadside acrase#stbound lane, and the
claimant's motorcycle. The weather was fine, ttagrwas dry, the visibility
was excellent for both drivers some hundreds ayar each direction from
the point of impact.

The judge found that the defendant was negligentaking his U-turn
without looking properly, or indeed at all, to hight. The claimant was not to
blame. There was nothing he could have done tadahei accident. The
judge’s first reaction to the evidence was thatdlagmant was perhaps
travelling faster than he should have been, bet aftgument and further
consideration he concluded that that was not itegiie criticism. But in any
event he held that even if the claimant had besretling appreciably more
slowly than he was, it would have made no diffeegiiecause he had been
right on top of the point of accident when the delfant first did anything to
excite anxiety. In other words the judge held thatn had there been any
excess speed, it did not cause of the collision.

The BWAM Message Board has been going for a coofpjears now and
provides useful communication between members,usecid's quick and easy
to use. As soon as a message is posted, it caalldoy other users. As well
as text, messages can include images, and otres offiles can be attached,
making it an easy way to communicate all typesfdrimation.

With the increasing use of electronic communicatigthin the Club, now
might be the time for a brief reminder on how te tise Message Board, and a
few tips and tricks.

Who can use it

The BWAM Message Board is open to the world fodieg. However, only
registered users can reply to messages or postmessages. To make use of
the Message Board, you'll need to register. Thidsis quick and easy, and
takes effect straightaway.

To register, select the 'Register’ link at therigpt of the Message Board
display. You'll need to choose a username, andgswiad which you will use
to identify yourself in future. It also requiresyyaeal name and email address
- the latter is needed to complete the registratimeess. Optionally, as a
matter of interest for people who read your posjy@u can enter your
location and what type(s) of bike(s) you ride.

When you select 'Continue Registration’, an ema#sage is sent to the
address you entered on the form. The message pemtaipecial URL - a link
which you must open in your Web browser. Until yaye done this, you are
not yet fully registered - this is to try and prevabuse of the system. As soon
as you do so, you will have access for writing & as reading.

Any form of security protection is a compromisevibetn safety and
convenience. Make a system difficult or inconvehteruse, and no-one will
use it. Our self-registration isn't too oneroudl yau need is a working email
address - at the same time, the Message Boardngared and any abuse by
‘outsiders' can be handled rapidly. So far, forteiyathis has been minimal.

Observation Deck
The only exception to the above is the Observdleck, which is open only
to Observers. Since the system can't tell whetbelrg an Observer or not,
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access has to be granted manually. Any Observerdinth they can't access
this area, please contact admin.

Your Profile

When registering, you probably entered your locatiad bike(s). This
information is stored in your Profile, where otlneembers can see it by
selecting your name where it appears next to yoatspand replies.

Should you want or need to change your name, eaddiless, password, or
indeed your bike or location, then your Profilétie place for this too.

Your Profile also contains other useful stuff amdigan view and edit it by
selecting the 'Edit Profile’ link. One of the itethat can be customised is
‘Email Notification'. This means that you will berg a mail message
whenever a new message is posted to the Messagé. Btsaswitched on by
default, but if you find it annoying you can tutroff. Indeed, you can turn it
on or off for each of the Message Board topicsvidially. So if you're
interested to know about Rides, but not interestéde Notice Board (items
for sale etc) then just tick and un-tick the appiate boxes in your Profile.

As an alternative to the default view of the MegsBgard, the "Tree View'
link displays the messages in a Windows Explor@ediierarchy which you
can expand and collapse.
